The first 

time this has been achieved since 1942 (The Mercury 14th September 2009, Page 41). 

All junior teams reached the finals and in fact the Club has one of the largest junior 

playing bases, which translates into a much broader advertising opportunity. 
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Derwent is currently represented in the ABC television finals coverage and will be 

snapped and published in the Mercury many times a season. This coverage increases 

if our senior teams make the finals.
